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A year ago, I wrote about my wife and me buying one way tickets to Munich for the next chapter of our 
life!  Well, a couple of weeks ago we celebrated one year of living in Bavaria and I wanted to share some 
thoughts with you regarding our relocation. 

First, the other day, some tourists from the United States who were visiting Munich asked us why we 
chose Munich and not, for example, Frankfurt or Berlin.  We explained we had never even visited those 
cities and we had no desire to.  We were always drawn to Bavaria.   This question made us recognize 
that we have never really clarified our relocation to most people - why did we move to Germany?  So, 
here we go! 

First, we discovered through our travels that we appreciate how European societies are structured.  We 
felt we belonged in European society more so that in the United States.  For example, we could easily 
live without a car in Europe - yeah!  Second, the country we live in is Germany and the city we live in is 
Munich, which is in the state of Bavaria.   We don't consider ourselves as having relocated to 

Germany, but rather to Munich and Bavaria!   

This magnificent area of land, which is known as 
Bavaria, and, to the South, the Tirol, in Austria 
and Italy, is what we so dearly love.  We consider 
ourselves modern day Bavarians or Tirolians.  It 
is this land, this small spot on the earth, to which 
we are so strongly attracted from the meadows to 
the mountain peaks to the food to the music to 
the clothing to the traditional celebration of the 
seasons to the language and on and on.

The Potential - Astrological Connections  

For me, the potential consists of two aspects.  First, Munich is where my karmic past and my dharma for 
this lifetime meet via Venus and Pluto.  Venus rules my South Node (karmic past) and Pluto rules my 
North Node (dharma for this lifetime).  I have two Venus lines that cross a Local Space Pluto line 
here!  This location re-awakened aspects of past lifetimes that were waiting in the "background" until the 
time was right for them to re-emerge.  While I was known as a teenager to speak in my sleep in German, 
my past life connections only began to unfold on my first visit to Bavaria in September 2001 and keep 
getting stronger each day. 

Second, my primary astrological energies at Munich are double Venus:  Astro*Carto*GraphyTM (A*C*G) 
Venus Midheaven and Geodetic Venus Ascendant.  As a result, I feel more cultured, more appreciative 
of beauty in all forms and more creative (my guitar is playing better than ever!).   

For me, feeling my dharma unfold and introducing me to greater service has been a wonderful journey 
here in Munich and look forward to greater fulfillment in this area.  Regarding Venus, she is much 
welcomed as an influence.   

In my birth chart, I have Mars and Uranus in Leo conjunct the Ascendant.  This is a natal aspect that 
travels with me wherever I go.  But, since these energies are on the Ascendant, that means that for most 
of my life I lived on Mars and Uranus energies:  in Milwaukee (where I lived until age 33) and in 
Minnesota and Iowa (where we then lived for 14 years).  So, I have always been both unique and a non-
conformist, but also sometimes a bit "sharp".  In Munich and, under the guidance of lovely Venus, I feel 
fewer sharp edges!  While I will always have Mars and Uranus on my ascendant (we take our birth chart 
with us wherever we go!), it is such a relief not be living directly on that energy.  The softening of the 
personality is quite welcome!   

For my wife, Sappho (I call my wife Sappho or Saffi for short, but many of you may know her as 
Tammy), in Munich, she has what many of you have heard me refer to as Geodetic Resonance.  That's 
it!  Geodetic Resonance occurs when the Geodetic degree of the Midheaven or Ascendant passes over 
a location.  These locations have a quality that lead us to naturally feel as if we fit in and belong as we 
do not in other locations.   

For Sappho, the Geodetic degree of her Midheaven passes directly over Munich (and leads down to 
Rome!).  On one of our trips we visited a wonderful castle, Schloss Linderhof, where I found her just 
sitting on a stone ledge, starring out at the Alps surrounding her.  I had never seen her so absorbed by 
her surroundings.  She was enchanted with her connection to the Bavarian Alps, which personifies this 
quality of Geodetic Resonance. 

In Sappho's birth chart, she has a complicated, mutable grand cross.  She is known to me as the 
"Queen of Mutability"!  A strongly mutable chart can cause a person to over consider, reconsider, never 
decide - basically, to endlessly reconsider your life!  Living in Minnesota and Iowa, she was successful, 
but always restless and questioning.  Leaving the astrological energies of the mutable grand cross in 
Minnesota for her Geodetic Resonance in Bavaria, considering and reconsidering was replaced by a 
feeling peaceful and grounded.   

Natally, Sappho has Jupiter Retrograde (a big player in her mutable grand cross) directly over her place 
of birth.  So, needless to say, living directly on this energy only magnified her mutable energy (she lived 
on this energy for all but 2 years of her life).  Also, her chart is ruled by the Moon (a 29 degree Scorpio 
Moon conjunct a 0 degree Sag Sun).  Yes, an eclipse baby!  Well, being Moon ruled, she feels things 
strongly.  She felt that she needed to adjust to the loss of Jupiter in her life and needed to modify the 
way she communicated and danced through daily life here in Munich!  But, for her part, what she noticed 
almost instantly is the neck pain (she carries stress in her neck and throat) that traveled with her most of 
her life no longer is a concern. 

So, as you can see, for both of us, this relocation has provided us with a welcomed, pleasing energy.   
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How did we know Munich and Bavaria  was it for us?   I decided to leave corporate America and 
become an astrologer two days before our first vacation to Europe in September of 2001!  We then 
traveled to Munich five  times since being energized on our first trip.  My wife was enchanted from the 
very beginning by the Geodetic Resonance.  For me, the travels magnified my interest in life as a quest, 
myth and purpose.    These travels both confirmed the quality of our initial experiences and also helped 
us to determine that we could make a great place to vacation a place to live and work.  

  

Relocation Tip:  

We take our birth chart with us where ever we go! 

But, changing locations gives us the opportunity to choose the astrological qualities that 
we magnify or minimize.  When the change is dramatic or from an energy you have 

"known" for a long time, you may need to undergo a three step process.   

First, let the changes sink in and recognize what has changed - FEEL IT.   

Second, identify what is emerging and being released - DISCOVER IT.   

Third, make the necessary modifications to adjust to the new energies - LIVE IT. 

  

The Challenge - Moving is Never Fun  

No move of this magnitude comes without a few challenges.  All who relocate experience challenges 
similar to what we experienced.  Physical relocation is one of the major life changes we all undergo.  We 
leave jobs or change our work environment, we leave family and friends, we need to recreate 'home', we 
need to recreate 'routine' - it is a big shake up!   

First, let me start by saying that, as a couple, we have strong Virgo tendencies, we tend to be very 
serious and we try to be overly prepared.  So, we need to maintain a sense of humor so that we are not 
shaken by every bump in the road when the plan does not go as expected.   We take each bump in - we 
analyze it, resolve it, create an action plan - then we laugh.  That's our way.  But, with so many moving 
parts on this relocation, we had a lot of stress that was strongly felt.  So, Virgos be warned, if you are 
relocating to another country - bend like the willow! 

An example of this challenge was that we thought we were totally prepared to obtain our Residence Visa 
(or so we thought).  But, the process shocked us at how difficult it was.  For example, we needed to 
prove that we had health insurance (we had our insurance cards as evidence).  But, that was not 
acceptable - we needed a letter in German certifying this fact from our US insurance company.  So, 
have you ever tried to get a letter from your insurance company explaining your coverage and the details 
around it being active?  Well, in the United States, we have no need for this type of proof so the 
insurance companies have no process for generating a letter.  Ultimately, we brought in our German 
health insurance applications (which could not be processed without a visa).   

Then, as self-employed individuals, we needed to prove that we had retirement funds.  What was our 
proof?  Account statements, which simply made them roll their eyes (again), which is understandable, 
because they were in English and account types are not universal.  We had no letter from any authority 
certifying this (and we definitely don't have one in German).   

Then, since this all took longer, we had to keep extending our stay in our furnished apartment by 30 day 
increments because you can't rent an apartment without a visa (then, they didn't want to give us a visa 
without a long-term lease...).  So, it just kept getting funnier - ha ha!  In conclusion, simply do expect that 
not all will go as expected! 
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There were truly funny challenges though...  First, they speak German in Germany.  But, in Bavarian 
many speak a strong dialect called Boarisch.  We speak German like non-Germans and Germans know 
as soon as we open are mouth that we are not native.  So, we had a technician stop by - big, burly 
guy!  We always start every conversation by saying, in German, that we do not speak much 
German.  This guy quipped back and said "no problem, neither do I - I only speak Boarisch".  So, either 
way, we have a huge challenge.   

When our laptops failed (which was a major crisis on its own), we brought our new laptops home and 
they spoke German, which would have been fine if it was Windows 2003, which we had.  But this was 
Windows 7 and we were completely lost!  After much searching and just under one thousand dollars, we 
downloaded programs to get the computers to speak English. 

When we first arrived, we slowly recognized that we didn't look "European" or "German".  We really 
stood out and we are taller than many Germans, which didn't help.  Our hair, our clothes, our 
accessories, our bags - all wrong!  So, we have slowly learned how to modify our appearance (all 
changes we like).  So, we no longer stick out like a sore thumb.  One funny winter example was the day 
we broke out our long wool coats (we lived in Minnesota after all).  We wondered why people stared at 
us whenever we wore them.  Slowly we recognized that long coats are only worn by people over 80 or 
the extremely wealthy.  So, long coats are viewed as so stodgy or too much of a class distinction.  At 
least, that is what we think. 

Also, our hair was all wrong.  No one had hair like us!  Sappho had big, long hair - all wrong.  My hair 
was way too hippy!   Good thing here is that if you go to any hair salon in Munich, you walk away with a 
German cut.  So, this was quickly resolved.  Then, I went to a new shop and asked for a trim.  The 
owner, cut my hair all off.  In the end, she turned the chair around and said - 'see, shorter is better'!.  My 
hair had not been so short for 15 years.  It is growing back now. 

Everyone, young and old, male and female, all wear scarves for fashion!  After much arm twisting, even I 
gave this a try! 

Many odd challenges and many real, big challenges and we thank all who stood with us and helped us 
work through these challenges over the past year! 

Relocation Tip:  

Assume that not everything will fall into place the day you arrive.  Plan ahead for legal 
requirements you may need to fulfill such as a professional license or residence 
VISA.  Always have a best case and worst case scenario for finances, red tape, 

etc.  Play out the worst case scenarios in your mind and make sure you can handle 
what it might bring.  If all goes well, so much the better!  But, make sure, before you 
relocate that you can handle the unexpected (along with the change you know of). 
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The Outcome - Fantastic - We Are Bavarian!  

Thirteen months ago, on the day we arrived in Munich, we sat down to dinner at our hotel near the 
airport.  Sappho looked across the table and said, "I just looked at myself in the mirror and wondered, 
'What will I look like in five years?'"  Big moves ultimately energize big changes and she felt that 
powerfully on that first evening. 

We have made quite a bit of progress and feel quite Bavarian, but we realize we still have a way to 
go.  The more German we learn and attempt to master, the more opportunities we have to stumble with 
our new "lessons".  We are still becoming Bavarian one step at a time. 

We needed to recreate our home essentially from scratch (with the exception of about 12 boxes we 
shipped). Things have come together nicely and we have recently done some rearranging and added 
some nice touches that have really made our new home complete.  It feels so good!  

Given our new work schedule and the fact that we do not have a car (which means many things just take 
longer), we needed to make several changes to our daily routine so that our day could have a better 
flow.  This took a while to recognize and the changes were made slowly over time.  Our routine is quite 
different from what we had before and it is now flowing with ease!  

We are happier and feel more creative (thank you Venus!), as if we have emerged from our 
transformation as butterflies, freer and more vibrant than ever (thank you Pluto!).  We feel more 
contentment and peace, and bring life into greater focus (thank you Geodetic Resonance).   

In short, we love Bavaria and this is the best place we have ever lived!

Relocation Checklist 
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Today, our hearts go out to the people of Japan!  The aftermath of the March 11,2011 earthquake is only 
beginning to be discovered, but we do know the devastation is vast and the material and emotional 
recovery will be slow. 

As we look at the island of Japan, we see it is a relatively small landmass.  Japan is a first-world country 
and represents the third largest economy in the world (behind the United States and China).  Also, 
Japan geographically exists within the Ring of Fire, which is a series of volcanoes and fault lines 
throughout the region extended a great distance.  While Japan clearly builds to code and beyond to 
withstand earthquakes, which are quite natural for Japan, an earthquake of this magnitude is bound to 
cause great devastation to an island nation.  Clearly Japan's emergency preparedness helped reduce 
the loss of life and it appears that the majority of loss was experienced as a result of the tsunami 
(earthquakes and tsunamis go hand in hand on coastlines).   

Alone, the damage from the earthquake and tsunami are enough to consider, but Japan's commitment 
to nuclear power is causing another set of crisis as they work to resolve several major nuclear 
issues.  The nuclear plant in question had 5 reactors!    

 

Geodetics & The Culture of Japan  - As this disaster has unfolded, information about the earthquake 
has been slow to come.  From an astrology of location perspective, Japan is a Leo Midheaven and 
Scorpio Ascendant region Geodetically.  This tells a bit about the culture of Japan.  Most directly, the 
symbol on Japan's national flag is the rising sun, a perfect reflection of Japan being known to the world 
through its Leo Midheaven, which is ruled by the Sun.  The culture of Japan also has a strong 
connection to pride and honor, two important Leo traits.  The Scorpio Ascendant reflects an instinctual 
caution in its relationships to the "outside world".  Yet, once a relationship is established, Japan 
maintains a loyal commitment to its friends, combining both Scorpio and Leo traits.  

Predicting Earthquakes  - Astrologically, however, there is no compelling indication of this earthquake, 
including the movement of Uranus into Aries.  It is easy to look back and find something astrologically to 
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explain an event.  However, with earthquakes, we have found no direct correlation to astrology as a tool 
to predict earthquakes with any certainty.  Regarding Uranus moving into Aries, the last time this 
occurred was in the spring of 1927, the earthquakes that took place then were much less powerful than 
those that occurred in the preceding years.   So, this does not provide a pattern.   

Additionally, there is also no 'predictive' connection regarding astrology of location and this earthquake, 
or earthquakes in general, and I have studied many of them.   If you are interested in exploring the 
history of earthquakes, Wikipedia has a nice list of earthquakes in the past, including the date, location 
and magnitude of each major earthquake.   

In the end, Japan has a long road to recovery and is in a tender state as aftershocks will undoubtedly 
continue over the next few months.  Then, being sure all has been repaired and ready to withstand the 
next quake which will surely come in this area.

Uranus Square Pluto  

The first quarter of 2011 has already revealed powerful events around the globe.  I want to share some 
thoughts about the astrological connections between these events.    

As Uranus returns to the sign of Aries, our attention is drawn back to the tension in the unfolding square 
between transiting Uranus in Aries and transiting Pluto in Capricorn.  This tension began last summer 
with the Great T-Square of 2010, which I wrote about in my Summer 2010 Newsletter.  In that article, I 
noted that the intention of the T-Square was of 'structural reform'.  

What is 'Structural Reform'?  

'Structural reform' has two components, the need for change and the need to move forward.  Reform 
contains a desire to remove abuses and injustice, or simply to refresh old aspects of life that have 
become overly fixed and hold us back.  The ultimate goal of reform is to embrace change that leads to 
improvements for a better future.  To consider the notion of structure, it can be helpful to think of a 
blueprint we use, consciously or unconsciously, to construct various aspects of our lives.  Thus, we have 
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a blueprint and a structure for our form of government, military, finances, the roads, rails and airports 
that facilitate effective travel, the phone lines, internet cable and mobile cell towers that facilitate 
effective communication.  On a personal level, we have a blueprint and a structure for our career, home, 
family, finances, all of which support our ability to evolve and make progress on the journey of the 
soul.  Structural reform implies that we modify aspects of the blueprint in order to enact change in 
society or our personal life.   

  

How do Uranus and Pluto Represent 'Structural Refor m'?  

First, the aspect these two planets are making is a Square and a Square always introduces tension.  In 
this case, the tension exists between Uranus, the Great Awakener, and Pluto, the Lord of Destruction 
and Rebirth.  While these two planets share a common demand for change and transformation, they 
each add a unique ingredient to the recipe.   

Pluto, the lord of the underworld, is primarily focused on the past and on process of destroying elements 
of the past that no longer serve their purpose.  With Pluto in Capricorn, Pluto's process is focused on the 
structures that support societies and our individual place in society.  These are the structures that make 
society work.  Here, Pluto destroys the outmoded, rigid social structures so that new and more viable 
structures can be built in the future.   

Uranus, the Great Awakener, is primarily focused on the future and seeks to awaken the unique aspects 
and individual or society that promotes a progressive vision of the future.  In the sign of Aries, Uranus 
energizes and awakens the desire for freedom.  What these two planets share in common is a powerful 
demand for change that is best not to be resisted.  With Uranus square Pluto, the tension in the 
changes they demand is focused on the restructuring  of life.  Why?   So that life can become 
more meaningful, more vibrant, more effective as we  move into the future.   

Today, I want to explore the in unfolding of this structural reform on three levels:  global, national and 
personal.   

  

Global - The Middle East's Quest for Freedom and De mocracy  

In January 2011, Tunisia and Egypt had, primarily, peaceful revolutions that brought about the beginning 
of structural reform in those two nations (there is still much reform necessary as they each work to build 
their future).  In Egypt, the first demonstrations around January 25, 2011 resulted in President Hosni 
Mubarak resigning on February 11, 2011 and a transition of power that took just over two weeks.   In 
Tunisia, the protests that began in December 2010 also resulted in a change of power.    

From the perspective of Uranus and Pluto, both Tunisia and Egypt embraced the positive potential for 
transformation and rebirth of the society and form of government.   By embracing transformation in a 
conscious manner, these nations have experienced only minimal injury and loss of life and their 
economies have not been significantly disrupted.  We do not know the ultimate results of the change in 
government, but the efforts of the people and governments of Tunisia and Egypt appear to be in 
harmony with the Uranus and Pluto's demand for change as the structures of their respective 
governments are reformed in a new, and hopefully more supportive of the freedoms of Egyptians and 
Tunisians.  

As the news began to flow about Tunisia and Egypt, it was interesting to learn how many leaders had 
been in place for 30 and 40 years throughout the Middle East.  The energy for structural reform is clearly 
dominating the minds of the citizen classes and encouraging protests with the hope of a better future 
and greater opportunity for the population overall (versus a few at the highest levels of leadership). 
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Enter Libya...  These two powerhouses of astrological change are expressing a different perspective in 
Libya.  As the protests in Libya gained force and threatened Muammar Gaddafi's hold on power, Gaddafi 
took an approach quite different from his Egyptian and Tunisian counterparts.   Gaddafi has chosen to 
resist change and employ military force in an attempt to hold onto power.  

While the final outcome in Libya has yet to be determined, Gaddafi's decision to use force and resist 
change does not bode well in astrological terms.  Both Uranus and Pluto share two common 
themes.  First, change, transformation and a new future are their goals.  Second, they will not be 
denied.  If their demand for change is resisted, they will enforce the change that is necessary in 
powerful, even brutal ways.   

The principal of these two planets is clear, the mo re change is 
resisted, the more destructive and devastating the results will be, as 

the clash between change and resistance rips apart the fabric of 
society.  

Will Gaddafi ultimately succeed?  Not likely.  But his choice of resistance will bring greater destruction to 
Libya than either Egypt or Tunisia experienced.  And the path to a stable and healthy society will take 
longer to rebuild.  This is the price for attempting to deny Uranus and Pluto. 

  

National (United States) - Reform of Wages and Atta ck on the Working Class  

The United States is also experiencing mass protests in 2011, which returns me to my birthplace of 
Milwaukee, Wisconsin, where there is a battle over the rights of unions and collective bargaining.  This 
struggle appears to be related to the issue of state finances and the ability of state and local 
governments to balance their budgets.  At the core, however, Wisconsin is the focal point of the struggle 
of the working class Americans to retain the ability to earn a reasonable income.   

Across the nation, caused to a great extent by the economic crisis of the Fall of 2008 and the extreme 
rise in off-shore outsourcing and manufacturing, national, state and local governments are having to 
borrow money in order to keep government working.  The need to borrow is typical in the aftermath of a 
financial crisis.  In the context of Uranus and Pluto, they bring a demand for transformation to structures, 
including the structures of government finances.   

However, astrologically, the key to Uranus and Pluto is that structural reform serves the purpose of 
rebirth or the potential to build a more vibrant and meaningful future.  In Tunisia, Egypt and Libya, the 
quest for reform is to bring greater freedom and prosperity to their people.  The astrological question 
for Wisconsin and the United States is, "What is th e purpose of removing the right for collective 
bargaining and unions?"  

There are two main issues in balancing a budget for a state or nation.  First, the amount of revenue it 
collects in taxes.  Second, the amount it spends on services for the nation and wages to government 
employees.  When the United States was growing, during the Cold War, the top Federal income tax rate 
was a high as 91% (1952 to 1963), which dropped to roughly 75% in the mid 1960's.  These were 
prosperous times for the United States.  On a personal note, my grandfather and father were blue collar 
union members who were able to buy a modest duplex (grandfather in Wauwatosa, Wisconsin) or small 
house (father in Milwaukee, Wisconsin).   

By the end of the 1980's, the top rate dropped to between 28% and 39.5%.  As a result, the income tax 
revenue from the most prosperous American's dropped by a significant amount.  If a government is 
unwilling to raise taxes to fund its expenditures, then it turns to services and wages.  In Wisconsin, the 
actual result of the breaking of collective bargaining will be to destroy the ability for today's middle class 
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to buy a home and live the 'American Dream'.   

It is interesting to note, that this issue appears to be dividing working class citizens, so that non-
union citizens are actually fighting against the un ionized working class.  Instead of Americans 
inspired to achieve greater prosperity for all, the ir goal appears to be the lowering of the life-styl e 
of their neighbors.  To me, this is a relatively ne w development that reflects the negative, 
destructive sides of Uranus and Pluto.  These plane ts seek greater vitality, and only resort to 
conflict when the truly necessary change is resiste d.    

Over the past 40 years or so, the real wages of ave rage Americans has remained relatively flat, 
while the income of the highest paid Americans has almost doubled.  The question is whether 
the Governor of Wisconsin will prevail and the 'Ame rican Dream' will die for the average working 
American?  Alternatively, is there a way to balance  the needs for services, wages and taxes so 
that there can be a better future for all Americans ?  Are we just watching another 'race to the 
bottom' play out?  I hope not!  

In Europe, wages and pensions are also being reformed, but not being removed.  On Friday, the 
German union train engineers held a strike over wage negotiations to benefit both union and non-union 
employees.
